VEHICLE DRIVER POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

1. Only properly authorized employees, volunteers or students may operate University rented vehicles.

2. Any Driver of a University rental vehicle shall at all times be in possession of a valid Canadian  or US driver’s license.  Licenses suspended or revoked for any reason shall be reported to the driver’s supervisor. 

3. Vehicles shall be operated according to University regulations and applicable laws.

4. Non-authorized use of University rental vehicles is prohibited.

5. The number of passengers permitted may not exceed the number of seat belts or the maximum number of passengers allowed for your driver’s license class.

6. The driver assumes full responsibility for any fines resulting from traffic or parking violations arising out of the use of a University rented vehicle.

7. Transporting hitch-hikers or other unauthorized passengers is not permitted at any time.

8. The vehicle ignition must be off and the vehicle locked when unattended.

9. Report any accidents or damage while driving a vehicle to your supervisor immediately.

10. Driving is not permitted while under the influence of alcohol or drugs.

11. Drivers and all passengers are required to wear seat belts. 

12. Bill 118 prohibits the use of hand-held electronic devices while operating a motor vehicle. The prohibition extends to cellular phones, BlackBerrys, texting, hand-held GPS devices, portable video games and portable audit and video players.

PRECAUTIONS:

1. Reduce speed below posted limit when roads are wet or slippery.

2. Use turn signals for every turn or lane change, and double check your blind side.

3. Exercise extra caution when backing-up. When possible, have another person act as your guide.

4. Do a walk-around circle check inspection of a vehicle prior to driving.

5. Familiarize yourself with the location and operation of controls: lights, wiper/washers, fan heaters, seat adjustment, check spares and jacks, tires and air pressure.

6. Adjust the seat to a comfortable driving position and adjust all mirrors for maximum visability.

7. Drive defensively:

· look ahead and recognize possible danger far enough in advance to take preventive action smoothly

· check mirrors frequently

· use headlights at all times

· make allowances for the errors of other drivers and pedestrians

·  make allowances for the rapidly changing conditions of the road, weather and traffic.

8. When driving avoid distractions, such as loud music, excessive passenger noise and emotional or distracting conversations.

9. When possible, have a driving navigator to help keep you awake and focused, and to help with navigation and passenger comfort.

10. If you start to become drowsy or feel ‘highway hypnosis’, do something different immediately: Open a window, talk to someone or just out loud, or adjust your body position. If possible, stop for a rest and take a short walk or have refreshment or light snack. If you don’t feel any more alert,  consider finding a place to sleep for an hour or have another driver take over (if available)
